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Pastor's Corner

We are reviewing the prophets during our
Sunday message. We started with Isaiah
whom we now have learned may have
been more than one prophet and preached
over a long period of time. Then we went to
Jeremiah, who was passionate to let the
people of the Southern Kingdom, Judah that
God was warning them to give up idols. Je-
remiah became depressed because people
did not listen. So in his depression/funk, he
found the grace of God, where God was in
the message. Last week we discussed Ezekiel
who had many visions, many of those used
again in Revelation. Ezekiel warned of Ju-
dah being conquered and sent to other
places (Diaspora) but then preached how
their enemies would be destroyed and how
Israel will come once again to live in their
land and remember the one God.

When talking about these prophets, |
brought up a current prophet, Edwina Gate-
ly. Edwina was called by God at 15 to be-
come a missionary; went to Africa by 20,
served the people well during that time. Af-
ter 10 years she came back to England to
start Volunteer Missionary Movement and
sent hundreds of missionaries all over the
world. But God pulled her away from Eng-
land to go to Chicago to Seminary (since she
was Catholic, she could not become a Pas-
tor). After gaining this knowledge, again she
asked God's direction. God sent her to the
inner streets of Chicago to share the love of
God with the women of the streets. Just like
Jeremiah, she was passionate and couldn't
see where God was in this picture. She
found God in the people of allrace and cul-
ture, that helped and supported one anoth-
erin the streets.

On a bright Sunday morning in 1956 Loren and | and our two sons had moved to Cushing and ex-
perienced our first Sunday service at First Lutheran Church. We had a visit earlierin the week from Arlene
Gullickson telling us about their church, Laketown Lutheran, Known as the Tamerack Church. Ed Olson had
also stopped in with the mail when he was on our route and invited us to First Lutheran. We decided we
would try the church in fown as it was a little bit bigger and wanted to see how we liked it. | remember sev-
eral Sundays after when | often met Betty Larson in the entrance as both of us were trying to keep our infant
sons from causing a disturbance during the church service. The congregation was between ministers at the
time, and a few weeks later Rev. Nygaard joined as the pastor.

When we returned home after the service and were discussing all about it and the people we had
met. First of all | guess there was Peter Peterson. We also met two Hans Hansens, Nels Nelsons and Jens Jen-
sens. A short time later we met John Johnson in Cushing. We decided this was a pretty Scandinavian com-
munity we had joined into. One of the previous pastor's wife, A Mrs. Iverson insisted on calling us “Nielsen’s”
and evidently
didn’t know about Loren’s Norwegian background rather than Danish. However, he did have a little Danish
and Swedish ancestry background, so fit in well.

During our many years here, Loren directed the church choir for over 30 years, with practice every
Wednesday evening and singing every week af services during months when school was in session. Several
high school students sang in the choir with us also.

In 1962 Charlotte Nelson and | organized all the books we received from Helen Sorensen who was
Dean of Education at Ball State University and a member of the church. She and her sister, Marge Malm-
berg, asked to have a Community Library located at the church in memory of their parents, the Henry
Sorensens. At the fime they asked to have all sorts of good books in the library and wanted it open to every-
one in the community. The books were organized as to Adult books, Youth books, and Children books and
used the Dewey Decimal System. There was no other place open to all within the town, and we used the
Honor System to make the library pretty self service.
